7 Week Course: Covenants of Promise


Class 3: Covenant of Marriage


Revelation 19:7-9, Let us be glad and rejoice, and give honour to him: for the marriage of the Lamb is come, and His wife hath made herself ready. 8 And to her was granted that she should be arrayed in fine linen, clean and white: for the fine linen is the righteousness of saints. And he saith unto me, Write, Blessed are they which are called unto the marriage supper of the Lamb. And he saith unto me, these are the true sayings of God.


Marriage: Gr. Gamos: wedding: to officiate vows of covenant (symbolic of union to come)


Supper: Deipnon: Feast fully prepared (various ingredients of time fulfilled, fully cooked)


Lamb (Capital “L”): Gr. Arnion: Sacrifice/ Jesus:  Note: not supper of the King, Son, or Savior, but Lamb who OPENED (as a Kingdom Seed) into the earth through a chosen virgin womb.


Consummation of God’s Covenant Came Through Christ 


Covenant requires Consummation for Regeneration of SEED


Kingdom Seed became the Sacrifice to OPEN between heaven & earth 


The vail that separated was cut opened (that separated) 


No longer need for circumcision of skin (representing regeneration), but cut of Covenant in the heart (Hebrews 10:16)


Now Christ by the Holy Spirit is alive IN US making us one as His Body in Him.


We (as His church) are already married in Covenant with God as the redeemed through Blood (not replacing physical Israel, but through Christ (the Vine) engrafted to advance God’s Kingdom into all Nations.


NOTE: Ephesians 5:25-30, Husbands, love your wives, even as Christ also loved the church, and gave himself for it; 26 That he might sanctify and cleanse it with the washing of water by the word, 27 That he might present it to himself a glorious church, not having spot, or wrinkle, or any such thing; but that it should be holy and without blemish. 28 So ought men to love their wives as their own bodies. He that loveth his wife loveth himself. 29 For no man ever yet hated his own flesh; but nourisheth and cherisheth it, even as the Lord the church: 30 For we are (already through covenant are) members of his body, of his flesh, and of his bones. 





Cultivation of a Bigger Picture: The Process of Total Restoration


God does not repent of His Covenant of Marriage or Calling with Israel, but He opened the Way for all in Christ to be His Chosen from Glory to Glory


2 Corinthians 3:14-15, But their minds were blinded: for until this day remaineth the same vail untaken away in the reading of the old testament; which vail is done away in Christ. But even unto this day, when Moses is read, the vail is upon their heart.


Cultivation requires Communication to process forward


COME- together frame of mind


COMMUNE- with the intent to drink in (intimacy)


UNION- intercourse to regenerate seed


COMMUNION- agreement, becoming one heart with distinctive perspectives 


MARRIAGE is the CUP (beaker) containing the ingredients of combined destinies producing generational PURPOSE.


MARRIAGE is the COVENANT based on the full scope to the END (result)


MARRIAGE, a paradigm shifter that weaves a tapestry TOGETHER


THE MARRIAGE SUPPER is a FEAST of RESTORED CREATION (including us as His Body, but it’s more than just us, The Marriage Supper is more than the Jew, Greek & more than the church (although we are part of the wedding party as His Body)





Culmination of the God’s Marriage Covenant Supper: New Restored


Revelation 21:2, And I John saw the holy city, New Jerusalem, coming down from God out of heaven, prepared as a bride adorned for her husband.


New Jerusalem (the reconnecting) of PEACE, as the CITY (His government) 


NOTE: the City is not just representation of one frame of time, but has foundations (Apostles/ Prophets/ Stones/ Pearls/ Street etc.)


Revelation 22:17, And the Spirit and the bride say, Come. And let him that heareth say, Come. And let him that is athirst come. And whosoever will, let him take the water of life freely.
