7 Week Course: Covenants of Promise


Class 4: Cutting Covenant & the Vail in the Temple


Matthew 27:50-52, Jesus, when he had cried again with a loud voice (it is finished), yielded up the ghost. And, behold, the veil of the temple was rent in twain from the top to the bottom; and the earth did quake, and the rocks rent; and the graves were opened; and many bodies of the saints which slept arose.


NOTE: Many scholars emphasize that the veil was to separate sinful men from God, but God never wanted separation from His creation, it was the inability of sinful mankind to be in God’s direct presence.





The CUTTING of Covenant: for Atonement & Agreement 


Animal sacrifices could only provide ATONEMENT (due to man’s inability to keep the law)


Hebrews 9:22, And almost all things are by the law purged with blood; and without shedding of blood is no remission. (blood represented reconnected kinship-not bought with money)


NOTE: animals represented (creation’s role) in foreshadowing ultimate reconnection.


In Genesis 15:9-10, God told Abraham to kill a heifer, a ram, a goat, a dove, and a pigeon and cut them in half (except the birds) to walk between them establishing blood covenant agreement that neither would break (and God Himself, in the form of a smoking fire pot and flaming torch confirmed it).


Genesis 17:10, God says to Abraham, “This is my covenant, which ye shall keep, between me and you and thy seed after thee; Every man child among you shall be circumcised”.


NOTE: The cutting away of foreskin represented not only removing of carnal flesh, but establishing reconnection (OPENING) regenerating a new generation of restoration.


Romans 2:28-29, For he is not a Jew, which is one outwardly; neither is that circumcision, which is outward in the flesh: But he is a Jew (chosen), which is one inwardly; and circumcision is that of the heart, in the spirit, and not in the letter; whose praise is not of men, but of God. 





The CURTAIN of separation: due to Corruption Stolen Identity


The veil in the tabernacle (temple), described first and most fully in descriptions of the tabernacle, was made of blue, purple and scarlet yarn and finely twisted linen, by a skilled craftsman (� HYPERLINK "https://www.biblestudytools.com/exodus/26-31.html" �Exodus 26:31�; 36:35). It was to be hung before the holy of holies, which was a perfect cube. The veil was hung by gold hooks on an acacia-wood frame, which itself was overlaid with gold (� HYPERLINK "https://www.biblestudytools.com/exodus/passage/?q=exodus+26:32-33" �Exodus 26:32-33�), and the ark of the covenant was kept behind the veil (� HYPERLINK "https://www.biblestudytools.com/exodus/26-33.html" �Exodus 26:33�)


This was a foreshadow of what would become the cross, the blood, the sacrifice (to be opened)


2 Corinthians 3:12-17, Seeing then that we have such hope, we use great plainness of speech: And not as Moses, which put a veil over his face, that the children of Israel could not stedfastly look to the end of that which is abolished: But their minds were blinded: for until this day remaineth the same vail untaken away in the reading of the old testament; which vail is done away in Christ. But even unto this day, when Moses is read, the vail is upon their heart. 16 Nevertheless when it shall turn to the Lord, the vail shall be taken away. Now the Lord is that Spirit: and where the Spirit of the Lord is, there is liberty. But we all, with open face beholding as in a glass the glory of the Lord, are changed into the same image from glory to glory, even as by the Spirit of the Lord.


NOTE: Four things were OPENED when Jesus (the ultimate Lamb) cried, “It is finished”, 


1. He was speared in His side (water & blood poured out-redemption beyond atonement) 2. The graves of some who slept opened (defeating death & the grave) 3. The rocks tore open (a shift in restoration of creation) 4. The veil ripped OPEN from top to bottom bringing ACCESS through restored eternal COVENANT once and for all.





The CONCLUSION of the Old: the Beginning of Revealing the New


Hebrews 10:16, This is the covenant that I will make with them after those days, saith the Lord, I will put my laws into their hearts, and in their minds will I write them;


Now we can see Isaiah 43:19 in a whole NEW light, Behold, I will do a new thing; now it shall spring forth; shall ye not know it? I will even make a way in the wilderness, and rivers in the desert.  NOTICE: “IN” (cut into the wilderness & desert that was always there)


Luke 9:62, And Jesus said unto him, No man, having put his hand to the plough, and looking back, is fit for (advancing) the kingdom of God.
