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7 Week Course: God’s Kingdom Principle of Relationships: 


Class 1: Introduction: Destroying Soul Ties


Matthew 22:37-39, Jesus said unto him, Thou shalt love the Lord thy God with all thy heart, and with all thy soul, and with all thy mind. This is the first and great commandment. And the second is like unto it, Thou shalt love thy neighbor as thyself.


Heart (καρδίᾳ – kardia): In Greek, the term “καρδίᾳ” (kardia) denotes the center of spiritual life (purpose), and in biblical terms, the heart is considered the seat of one’s life, where choices are made and intentions formed. 


Soul (Gr. psyche). The soul is the seat of the feelings, desires, affections. 


Mind (Gr. dianoia): refers to logic, understanding, or intellect. It involves reasoning, thinking, mental faculties that enable consciousness, perception, thinking, judgment, and memory. 


Spirit: (Gr. Pneuma): when speaking of God’s Spirit quickened in man: the life and light. Breath.





Discerning Distinctions: The Word of God Divides to Declare TRUTH 


Hebrews 4:12, For the word of God is quick, and powerful, and sharper than any two-edged sword, piercing even to the dividing asunder (distinction) of soul and spirit, and of the joints and marrow, and is a discerner of the thoughts & (or become) intents of the heart.


1 Thessalonians 5:23, And the very God of peace sanctify you wholly; and I pray God your whole 1. spirit and 2. soul and 3. body (process) be preserved blameless unto the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ. (Why doesn’t Paul include the heart? This is from the heart).


It’s only as I love the Lord with all of my being that I can love people in Him.


John 17:21-23, That they all may be one; as thou, Father, art in me, and I in thee, that they also may be one in us: (our being one is IN HIM) that the world may believe that thou hast sent me. 22 And the glory which thou gavest me I have given them; that they may be one, even as we are one: 23 I in them, and thou in me, that they may be made perfect in one; and that the world may know that thou hast sent me, and hast loved them, as thou hast loved me.





Dependency on Others Becomes a Defence of Ones Worth (a soul tie forms)   


2 Corinthians 11:3, But I fear, lest by any means, as the serpent beguiled Eve through his subtilty (seducing through half facts), so your minds should be corrupted from the simplicity that is in Christ.


Soul ties (term is not in scriptures, but words like bondage, snare, deception are.


Psalm 140:5, The proud (Heb. Gee: high-minded/ carnal) have hid a snare for me, and cords (tentacles & bands); they have spread a net by the wayside; they have set gins for me. Selah.


These are 5 basic signs of an unhealthy soul tie forming…


Codependency: Toxic: where one feels unable to function without the presence or approval of the other person.(subject to their will).


Emotional turmoil: Unhealthy soul ties can result in intense emotional ups and downs, leading to anxiety, and depression.


Spiritual bondage: These ties can hinder spiritual growth and intimacy with God, diverting focus away from God as our source.


Soul ties can be formed through various relationships, such as friendships, unwed sex, business partners & even attachments to material possessions.


Soul ties can be a bondage tied to past events seeking to define us.





Deliverance Demands: a Revelation of Who We Really Are (as New Creations)


2 Corinthians 5:17, Therefore if any man be in Christ, he is a new creature: old things are passed away; behold, all things are become new. 


Isaiah 10:27, And it shall come to pass in that day, that his burden shall be taken away from off thy shoulder, and his yoke (Heb. Ol: burdened tie) from off thy neck, and the yoke shall be destroyed (not just broken but denied it’s right to ever form again) because of the anointing


The difference between being “tied” and knitted together. Colossians 2:2-4, That their hearts might be comforted, being knit together in love, and unto all riches of the full assurance of understanding, to the acknowledgement of the mystery of God, and of the Father, and of Christ; 3 In whom are hid all the treasures of wisdom and knowledge. 4 And this I say, lest any man should beguile you with enticing words.
