Course: God’s Kingdom Principle of Relationships: Class 4: Prophetic Act of Forgiving


Psalm 103:2-3, Bless the Lord, O my soul (heart & mind), and forget not all his benefits: Who FORGIVETH all thine iniquities; who healeth all thy diseases; (the goal is to destroy the yoke)





Forgiveness: The Foundation of Healing (releases from sin & restores health)


Not all sickness is due to sin, but indirectly a corrupted world brought all dis-ease. 


John 9:2-3, And his disciples asked him, saying, Master, who did sin, this man, or his parents, that he was born blind? 3 Jesus answered, Neither hath this man sinned, nor his parents: but that the works of God should be made manifest in him.


Matthew 9:2-6, And, behold, they brought to him a man sick of the palsy, lying on a bed: and Jesus seeing their faith said unto the sick of the palsy; Son, be of good cheer; thy sins be forgiven thee. 3 And, behold, certain of the scribes said within themselves, This man blasphemeth. 4 And Jesus knowing their thoughts said, Wherefore think ye evil in your hearts? 5 For whether is easier, to say, Thy sins be forgiven thee; or to say, Arise, and walk? 6 But that ye may know that the Son of man hath power on earth to forgive sins, (then saith he to the sick of the palsy,) Arise, take up thy bed, and go unto thine house. (Jesus knew in this case one would take care of the other ONE WAS AS EASY AS THE OTHER in His Authorization.


James 5:15-16, And the prayer of faith shall save the sick, and the Lord shall raise him up; and if he have committed sins (committed sins are not occasional sins, but committed to sin), they shall be forgiven him. 16 Confess your faults (need for strength) one to another, and pray one for another, that ye may be healed (restored on the path). 


Forgiven: Gr. Aphiemi: to yield, let go, disregard, depart once and for all. 


Matthew 6:12, And forgive us our debts (past trespasses), as we forgive our debtors.(when I release them, I release me from their debt to me)


Hebrews 12:15, Looking diligently lest any man fail of the grace of God; lest any root of bitterness springing up trouble you, and thereby many be defiled;


Forgiveness: Must Move Past Old Testament Atonement (to destroy soul ties)


Numbers 14:18,  The Lord is longsuffering, and of great mercy, forgiving iniquity and transgression, and by no means clearing the guilty, visiting the iniquity of the fathers upon the children unto the third and fourth generation.


Old Testament: Forgiven: Heb. Salah: Pardon, atonement, to spare.


Jesus Christ became our REDEEMER clearing all generations. Ephesians 1:7 


People have trouble forgiving because they have atonement mentality and are afraid one will offend again. Unforgiveness (towards others or yourself) is a product of fear becoming a bondage tied to your soul (mind).


Matthew 18:21-22, Then came Peter to him, and said, Lord, how oft shall my brother sin against me, and I forgive him? till seven times? 22 Jesus saith unto him, I say not unto thee, Until seven times: but, Until seventy times seven.


The word: “unforgiveness” is not in the KJV Bible, because you cannot “unforgive” someone. Unforgiveness reveals an unhealthy “tie” to your “soul”. Forgiving is given it has nothing to do with what the person might do with it.





Forgiveness: Is FORWARD GIVING as an Invested Prophetic Act Freeing You 


New Testament Forgiveness: Gr. Aphesis: Deliverance, liberty, pardon, remission, no penalty, letting go as if they never happened


Forgiven: Gr. Charizomai: Forward given, Freely given, being delivered from to deliver to another, bestowing grace to POTENTIAL 


1 John 4:18-21, There is no fear in love; but perfect love casteth out fear: because fear hath torment. He that feareth is not made perfect in love. 19 We love him, because he first loved us. 20 If a man say, I love God, and hateth his brother, he is a liar: for he that loveth not his brother whom he hath seen, how can he love God whom he hath not seen? 21 And this commandment have we from him, That he who loveth God love his brother also.
