Course Series: God’s Kingdom Principle of Relationships: Destroying Soul Ties Class Session 6: Title: Restoring the soul
Psalm 23:3 He restoreth (HEB: Shub (SHOOB) To turn back; to return back) my soul The restored soul is the soul that is returned back, which reveals that the soul can be
divided or the person is no longer Individual, but rather fragmented, divisible or composite.
Individual is from the Latin word individuus mean indivisible or not divided. The soul that becomes fragmented or divided is often a soul tie. A soul tie is a connection that becomes influential to the soul (mind, will, and emotions).
Soul ties emotionally bind one person or thing to another, fragmenting the soul as it surrenders itself to the soul (mind, will, and emotion) of the other person or thing. It is not just JOINING TO it also DIVIDING OF!
Breaking away is only the first part of wholeness. The returning back is the total restoration.
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I.	Healthy soul ties are essentially covenants
a. 1 Samuel 18:1 - And it came to pass, when he had made an end of speaking unto Saul, that the soul of Jonathan was knit with the soul of David, and Jonathan loved him as his own soul.
b. The effect of any soul tie healthy or unhealthy is that you will be as bound to them as you are yourself, thus, to break away from them would feel as though you’re being tore apart.
c. Ruth 1:16-18 - And Ruth said, Intreat me not to leave thee, or to return from following after thee: for whither thou goest, I will go; and where thou lodgest, I will lodge: thy people shall be my people, and thy God my God:
d. Other examples are Moses and Aaron (Exodus 4:27-31) Mary and Elizabeth (Luke 1:39-45) Paul and Timothy (2 Timothy 1:2-4)
II.	Unhealthy soul ties and identifying the symptoms
a. Samsom and Delilah Judges 16:1-3. Delilah was a harlot, who he became one with (1 Cor. 6:16 - What? know ye not that he which is joined to an harlot is one body? for two, saith he, shall be one flesh.)
b. His soul tie divided him and he came under her manipulative influence. c. SYMPTOMS
1. Inability to move on from a past relationship.
2. Obsessive thoughts or behaviors concerning another person even when they are harmful
3. Feeling tethered emotionally/spiritually to someone in a way that hinders personal growth or well-being.
4. Human love Genesis 34:3 is a disguise of a soul tie 5. Repeating toxic relationship patterns.
III.	Steps to freedom from Unhealthy soul ties
a. Confession and repentance acknowledging dependence on relationships He did destin us for.
b. Renunciation: Verbally renounce those relationships and DISAVOW them! c. Forgiveness: Forgive those you suurendered your individuality to, and
forgive yourself.
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
