SYMPTOMS of Unhealthy Soul Ties…


1. Inability to move on from a past relationship.


2. Obsessive thoughts or behaviors concerning another person even when they are harmful


3. Feeling tethered emotionally/spiritually to someone in a way that hinders personal growth or well-being.


4. Human love Genesis 34:3 is a disguise of a soul tie 


5. Repeating toxic relationship patterns.
