Class 4: The Principle of Spiritual Deposits


Matthew 6:19-21, Lay not up for yourselves treasures upon earth, where moth and rust doth corrupt, and where thieves break through and steal: But lay up for yourselves treasures in heaven (not just a place one goes when they die, but a REALM of KINGDOM PROCESS), where neither moth nor rust doth corrupt, and where thieves do not break through nor steal: For where your treasure is, there will your heart be also.


If your WORTH is in a WHAT you get or achieve on earth, it can be taken from you, but if it’s in WHO & WHY you are in HIM to give, the SEED is safe and no thief can break through or steal.





LAY UP is not Lay Away, it’s DEPOSIT an Activation of SEED Principle


The term LAY UP is not "lay-away" because God's Kingdom is not a storage unit for us to "send" stuff up into for the sweet by and by. Definitions for the term, "lay up" are more accurately defined as to appoint, and to INVEST.


Jesus talks about what could accurately be called: Kingdom Banking. He speaks of "laying up" (or depositing) treasures in a heavenly account protected by what could be called the FDIC (the Father's Dominion Insured Commonwealth). This is the “mystery” vault compounding interest for a timed release HARVEST of eternal purpose.


Treasure is SEED, it’s PROPHETICALLY DESTINED, but needing process before presentation. We don’t dump our treasure on people, but it is (released) to activate theirs!


This what Paul meant when he said: Romans 1:11, For I long to see you, that I may impart (from God’s gift in them) unto you some spiritual gift (not as something you don’t have, but activating the timed treasure already in you), to the end ye may be established;





PROCESSED IN: not by works but by the Spirit of Revealed Mystery


We have been given a DEPOSIT to DEPOSIT by God from glory to glory.


God alone is the LIFE SOURCE, and everything else is a resource. We are STEWARDS with ACCESS that has mostly remained untapped until now.


1 Corinthians 2:7,  But we speak the wisdom of God in a mystery, even the hidden wisdom, which God ordained before the world unto our glory:


Ephesians 1:17-19, That the God of our Lord Jesus Christ, the Father of glory, may give unto you the spirit of wisdom and revelation in the knowledge of him: The eyes of your understanding being enlightened; that ye may know what is the hope of his calling, and what the riches of the glory of his inheritance in the saints, And what is the exceeding greatness of his power to us-ward who believe, according to the working of his mighty power.





PRODUCE OUT: Not Keeping It In, but Inheritance to Bring LEGACY


Religion has called seedtime harvest and let the deposit lay dormant to rot.


Proverbs 13:22, A good man leaveth an inheritance (legacy) to his children's children: and the wealth of the sinner is laid up for the just. (the wicked are the twisted that kept it for self)


TOO MUCH OF THE CHURCH WORLD IS KEEPING THE INHERITANCE as survival insurance for their own personal identity or self-preservation.


Heirs (who we are by PURPOSE), Inherit: what we have in COVENANT), Heritage (when we cultivate it by PROCESS) Inheritance (where legacy is set beyond us by PROMISE).


Legacy (as a word, not found in KJV) = Heritage: Heb. Morasa: to possess (not to own) / Heb. Nahala: property promised 


Inheritance: Gr. Kleronomia possession to invest forward/ access. We can actually live in abundance on the earnest of the promise.


HARVEST is what continues beyond us.
